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S’more Helpful Tips

Who can attend?
We encourage girls, entering 2nd grade through  12th grade, to participate in a summer camp program.
Girl Scout programs are open to all girls without regard to race, color, ethnicity, creed, national origin,
disability, Girl Scout affiliation, religion or economic background, as set forth in the policies of the Girl
Scouts of the USA. 

Camp Staff
There are at least two female staff that work with the girls in each unit for the entire program.  We hire
talented and caring adults who are selected on the basis of their experience, ability to serve as role models,
and their genuine desire to work with children.  The camp staff receives an extensive week-long on-site
training prior to the arrival of campers.  Training includes activities, programming, outdoor skills, songs,
games, first aid and CPR, team building, age level characteristics, how to deal with homesickness and
more.  Staff who supervise high adventure activities are required to have additional training and/or 
certifications. GirlScouts of Historic Georgia is an equal opportunity employer.

Sleeping Arrangements
Girls sleep in cabins. The unit staff/counselors sleep in a separate cabin in each unit of campers.Each staff
cabin is well lit to mark its location at night. 

Camp Buddies 
Girls make many new friends at camp and may also invite a friend to register for camp.  Girls can request
to be assigned to the same unit, tent, or cabin, provided they are in the same age level and register for the
same program.  Only one buddy may be listed on a girl’s camp registration form.  Both your camper and
her friend must submit their individual registration forms at the same time and indicate the desire to be
buddies on both registration forms to ensure placement of both girls.  If a girl indicates a buddy, but the
buddy’s registration form is not in the office, the form will be held which may prevent either girl from
being registered in the program. 

Participation/Badge Work
Campers will receive a CampTanglewood patch for participating in their summer adventure.  Several
requirements for many different badges or interest projects may be completed.  Please go through the
badge book to see what requirements were fulfilled. 
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Activities
Girls will experience camping out-of-doors while having fun participating in the program they select.  We
offer hands-on-learning in a variety of ways. Girls participate in camp kapers: making their bed, 
maintaining their living area, table setting, food serving and basic meal clean-up.  Girls are responsible for
their own personal care and grooming. They may also have the opportunity to swim, cook and sing
around the campfire, take a hike, play games and more. Weather permitting,  all campers, regardless of
session, will have the opportunity to visit horse hill. All campers MUSTbring long pants and boots to be
able to participate.

Health Care
Staff members are trained in CPRand First Aid.  A qualified health supervisor is on-site and a doctor is on
call if illness or injury requires additional medical attention.  Parents will be notified in the event of an
emergency.  Routine health care and medications are administered by the health supervisor. Each camper
must have a physician signed health form two weeks prior to the start of camp. During registration, your
camper will be screened for lice, athletes foot and other visible communicable illnesses. Campers may not
attend their requested session if they are ill or found to have a communicable illness or lice.

Meals
Resident campers receive three meals a day.  Day campers receive two snacks and a lunch each day.  Most
meals are prepared by camp cooks and served family style in the dining hall.  Weather permitting, each
unit will cook-out at least once during a one-week session.  They may also have the option of packing a
picnic lunch to eat on a hike.  If your camper has special dietary needs due to medical reasons, please
specify her needs in writing on a separate sheet of paper.  Please do not bring or send food to camp. 

Registration
You can register for camp sessions as soon as you receive this brochure. Girls registered within the Girl
Scouts of Historic Georgia council receive their camp brochure earlier than they are made available to
non-members. You are encouraged to make your decisions and register your GirlScout in a timely man-
ner, as sessions may fill quickly. Camp session placement is done on a first come, first served manner so
please register early. Early registration gives your daughter a better chance of being placed in the session
of her choice. (Please see Camp Buddies.) If the first program you request is full, the registration fee will
be applied toward your second or third choice based on availability.  If all requested sessions are full, you
will be notified.

If your camper plans to attend more than one session, please use a separate registration form and submit
a separate deposit for each program. 
Send a $50.00 non-refundable deposit for resident camp and $25.00 non-refundable deposit for day
camp with each registration form to Girl Scouts, Central Savannah River Council service center, attn:

The balance of the camp fee is due and payable at least 15 working days before the opening day of the
camp session you have chosen.  Registration and fee balance are not accepted at camp.  Payments may be
made by check, money order, American Express, Discover, VISA, or MasterCard.  A $25.00 service charge
will be levied on all returned checks. If the balance has not been paid in full by 15 days prior to the camp
session, your registration will be moved to the waiting list and your slot will be given to the next paid
registration. Campers may not attend with a balance due.
Cookie Bucks may be used to cover all or part of a camp fee balance.  Cookie Bucks may not be used to
pay the deposit. 

Camperships
Campership money is available to registered  Girl Scouts of Historic Georgia who need financial assistance.
Submit a completed campership form, which is located on page 16 of this booklet, with the camp 
registration and a $50.00 (resident camp) and/or $25.00 (day camp) non-refundable deposit by April
1,2008.  Families will be notified of any aid granted by early May 2008. Assistance will be granted as
funds are available. Available cookie bucks must be applied to account balance prior to awarding 
camperships.

Confirmation
Allow at least three weeks for confirmation of your camp registration.  Camp confirmations will be 
available when the program has met minimum capacity.  A parent information packet will be mailed to
you with your confirmation. 

Refunds
Deposits are not refundable unless a camper cannot be placed in a session of her choice. 
If your selected programs are full, and no alternative can be found or if the full financial aid amount
requested is not approved, the total amount paid will be refunded. The $50.00 (resident camp) and/or
$25.00 (day camp) deposit cannot be refunded after camp registration is confirmed. 
The balance of the camp fee will be refunded only if:
· Family plans change and the camper can no longer attend (In this case, written notification must be
received three weeks before the opening date of the confirmed camp session.)
· The camper cannot attend due to illness or injury.  A letter from a physician must accompany the
refund request.
· The camper is sent home from camp due to illness or injury.  Refunds are prorated in such cases, and will
not be made for more than half of the camp session, and will be made only at the written request of the
parent.
· No refunds will be made if the camper leaves early for any other reason. 
· Refund requests in writing are due no later than August 31, 2008 to the Girl Scout council. Refunds are
issued by check on the 15th and 30th of each month.
